Fitting guidelines.

1. Remove old door.

2. Position System-x into opening, always pack (4-5mm) underneath cill / threshold on hinge side only, to allow for later adjustment.

3. On the hinge side, fix frame ensuring it is level and true with no bowing or twisting. Use suitable fixings for type of material being fixed into (we suggest at least 4 fixings). It is advisable to obtain a fix either side of top hinge and to pack squarely above and below each fixing.(see fig 2).

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4. With frame fixed on hinge side only, swing the door leaf until it closes against lock side frame. 

5. With the door in this position, check for “square”. Adjust the frame up or down accordingly, to obtain correct gap at the top and bottom edges from door leaf to outer frame. Pack frame securely in this position.

6. Mark required position of frame on brickwork, open door leaf and obtain 1 fixing only ( at the top) on lock side frame.

7. Now swing door leaf until it nearly closes against lock side frame, just allowing daylight through.

8. Working downwards, adjust lock side frame so that it is parallel with the door leaf, or in “wind” (see fig 3).

9. Pack the lock side frame in this position, ensuring that there is no bowing or twisting.

10.Using suitable fixings, remembering to pack       

squarely behind fixings, continue to fix frame whilst checking for correct gap from door leaf to frame. 

· Please note it is important to pack tightly behind frame at threshold level, prior to fixing. Failure to do this may result in incorrect gapping, as there is up to 5mm adjustment at frame /threshold bar.

11.We do not recommend fixings to be used on the     cill or threshold, as this will encourage water ingress.

12.Now check that the door operates correctly,   compression should be noticeable when closing. Any slight adjustment can be taken up on the lock keeps.

13.When you are happy with the position of the frame and operation of the door, seal and trim accordingly.

              Prior to removing old door, check;         

1. For any damage or visible defect. Please ensure door glass and furniture are as ordered.

2. Frame to leaf clearance is 3-4mm.( see fig 1 ).

3. Overall measurements to ensure new door will                    fit aperture allowing for suitable tolerance.

If any of the above checks fail, do not fit the new door
